The Suffering of El Santo

Sister Yolanda Tarango discovered "El Santo" one day when as a small girl she was sent to the family shed to finish throwing her pity party.  She noticed a strange parcel in the corner, covered with a heavy cloth.  Peering under the cover, she was shocked to find bloody feet.  After a few minutes, she was brave enough to uncover the rest of the statue.  She discovered an image of a man about four feet tall with his head hanging down, a look of sorrow on his face, and painted drops of blood running down his legs.  It was Jesus, El Santo, as He looked during his week of Passion.  
The statue, which was once the center piece for the Holy Week observance in El Paso, TX, brought little Yolanda comfort because Jesus was just as sad as she was.  He was not laughing at her, but suffering with her.  
As Yolanda grew into a young woman, the statue became even more important to her family.  They moved it into the courtyard, and it became a place for the family to pray and grieve and rejoice. 
Rejoice?  Yes, because death –– Jesus’ death –– ends the cycle of life and suffering.  The family understood that death makes way for hope and rebirth. Jesus could not resurrect unless he died.  Yolanda’s family learned that suffering can be redemptive –– Jesus’ suffering certainly was.  
"Jesus replied, "The hour has come for the Son of Man to be glorified.  I tell you the truth, unless a kernel of wheat falls to the ground and dies, it remains only a single seed.  But if it dies, it produces many seeds.  The man who loves his life will lose it, while the man who hates his life in this world will keep it for eternal life."  Praise God!  
The season of Lent is a time for us to ponder the mystery of Christ Jesus, the Son of God, “Who, being in very nature God, did not consider equality with God something to be grasped, but made Himself nothing, taking the very nature of a servant, being made in human likeness.  And being found in appearance as a man, He humbled Himself and became obedient to death — even death on a cross!  Therefore God exalted Him to the highest place and gave Him the name that is above every name, that at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, in heaven and on earth and under the earth, and every tongue confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father.”

Two of the most highly watched sporting events on television are not when teams or athletes are competing against each other; rather they involve the drafting of players for the National Football League (NFL) and National Basketball Association (NBA) teams. For many hours, fans of professional sports will watch intently to see whom their favorite teams will draft.
Most of us won't be drafted by professional football or basketball teams, but, as Christians, we receive a greater calling. We, in essence, are God's draft choices. "You did not choose Me, but I chose you and appointed you to go and bear fruit" (John 15: 16). God has made us a part of His team. We are not chosen by God because we are successful in our careers, great athletes, or wealthy. God chooses ordinary people to do extra-ordinary things. "But God chose the foolish things of the world to shame the wise; God chose the weak things of the world to shame the strong. He chose the lowly things of this world and the despised things-and the things that are not-to nullify the things that are " (I Corinthians 1:27-28).
Through faith, we understand that we are among the foolish and weak through whom God carries on his life-saving work. "But we have this treasure in jars of clay to show that this all-surpassing power is from God and not from us" (2 Corinthians 4:7). God entrusts us-clay jars-with this treasure-the Gospel. Paul wrote, "For we are God's workmanship, created in Christ Jesus to do good works, which God prepared in advance for us to do" (Ephesians 2: 10). February 2007 Report to the Congregation

God has truly blessed the Ministry of Holy Emmanuel during 2006. I would like to share a review these accomplishments, which was presented to the Annual Voters meeting.

Financial Results 

For 2006 the Church had net income of $33, 333 and the ECC had a net income of $40,780.  In August we redeemed $60,000 of ECC Notes.  We also reduced the Mortgage by $6,500 to $426,250 and made Mission payments of $8,500.  John Carlson, Al Scherf, Paula Cherveny and the Finance Committee helped keep our financial focus in 2006.  Most of all, thanks to you the members of Holy Emmanuel for enthusiastically responding to this opportunity God has given us to extend His Kingdom through our ministry.

Extending Open Arms Ministry

Enrollment at Open Arms for 2006 increased by 22 children and is now at 88% capacity (74% full time equivalent).  During the year six Open Arms families began attending worship, Sunday School, Bible Class, and Jesus and Company.  We also started a Parent Committee and passed extensive Licensing Requirements.  Employee turnover was low with only one full-time staff terminated which due to relocation to another city

We updated the Employee Handbook and began review and update of Parent Handbook.  In addition through the funds from the OA 150 we were able to replace the carpet in all 7 classrooms.  God has blessed the leadership of Rick Marko, the Early Childhood Education Board and Natalie Mylander, Director of Open Arms, through this extension of our Early Childhood Ministry.  Thanks again to you the members for your financial and volunteer support throughout the year.
Cooperative Outreach MH & LCR

As reported last fall, two teams of Harvesters for Christ spent three weeks working with Holy Emmanuel, Mt Hope, and Lutheran Church of the Redemption.  They presented ten different workshops in our fellowship hall, some with multiple sessions to a total of 464 attendees.  Since we received a Grant to cover the costs of the Harvesters teams we were able to offer these outstanding workshops for just over $400 per congregation.  These ten workshops covered all aspects of Outreach from visitor identification and follow up through assimilation and staying in touch with members. As a follow up from the Harvesters for Christ, Dee Dolny and Marlys Michalik have already developed a Telecare Ministry for shut-ins and others we do not see every week. They welcome your assistance making phone calls if you are so gifted. In our goals and objectives for 2007 you will notice many additional follow-up actions from these workshops.  Another outgrowth of the Harvesters is that we are having monthly coordination meetings with the three congregations and we are actively sharing and cross promoting each congregation’s activities.  Michelle Olson and the committee spent much time planning, coordinating meals and support this very successful combined Outreach effort.

Small Group Ministry Enhance

During 2006, Bible Class attendance increased by 20.  Currently 128, about 50%, of our members are enrolled in a Bible Class.  The increase is due in part to the new Bible Classes added on Saturday Evening and Thursday Morning.  There are also four Open Arms families attending the new Monday Evening Parenting class. Dan & Vera Marko and the Christian Education Board welcome your support and prayers as we continue to extend our small groups in 2007. 

Attendance/Membership

During 2006 our average attendance was down 7% to 145 per Sunday.  Membership was also down 3.5% to 242 baptized and 208 confirmed souls. If we continue the current trend by the year 2010 we will have average attendance of 125 and membership around 200.  On a positive note we had 18 visitors per Sunday which is a 64% increase.  So then why if visitors are up is membership down 10%?  The Harvesters Teams suggested it might have resulted due to a lack of an effective process to assimilate our visitors into full members.  John and Sandy Carlson are developing a new Assimilation Process.  They welcome your help with this new process, which you will be hearing more about during 2007.  

Goals and Objectives for 2007
